Reading

In our reading sessions we will be exploring a range of vocabulary and
their definitions and will be trying to use these words in our writing.

In our Little Wandle reading practise sessions, we will practice our
phonemes and tricky words and will learn how to read with fluency
and prosody (expression).

We will be asking and answering questions about fiction and non-
fiction texts and will be proving how we know our answers by locating
the information in the text. We will also be learning to infer
information from illustrations and text.

This half term, our writing will be based on the story ‘The
Hedgehog’ by Dick King Smith. Our writing outcomes are to
write an adventure story and to write a set of instructions.

Maths
This half term in Maths our main topics are as follows:

- Money

- Fractions

- Time

- Position and direction

- Multiplication and division
- Sense of measure

Additionally, we will continue with daily mastering number sessions to
promote fluency.

Wider Curriculum
Science -
In Science the children will be learning about PLANTS. They will learn how
to plant seeds and they will measure the growth of seeds over a period.
They will also develop their understanding about the conditions seeds
need to grow. The children will consider the differences between seeds
and bulbs and the differences between wild plants and garden plants.

Geography — Our big question is: Would you prefer to live in a hot or cold
country? We will be naming and locating the seven continents and five
oceans. We will then be finding out where the hottest and coldest places
on Earth are and discuss whether we would prefer to live in a hot or cold
country.

DT — Mechanisms — Making a Moving Monster. We will be learning the
terms: pivot, lever and linkage. We will then design a monster that will
move using a linkage mechanism. The children will practise making
linkages and experiment with various materials to bring their monsters
to life.

Music — Our unit is focused around one song — ‘Your Imagination” but we
will also explore other songs about using your imagination. We will be
finding the pulse and listening to the rhythm and clapping it back. We will
also be learning to sing the song and adding choreography.
